Orlando has so much to offer - from the magic of Walt Disney World Resort to Universal Resort, 
sharks, whales and dolphins at Seaworld Orlando, splashing fun at Wet’n Wild and scenic animal 
habitats at Busch Gardens Tampa Bay.
